OPIC
Assists US Investments

Does not require US Exports

Requires US significant participation, normally 
25%+

Provides debt financing, political risk insurance, 
and supports creation of privately owned 

investment funds

Minimum $100,000 maximum $250 mln.

ExIm
Assists US Exports

Requires US Exports

Does not require US investment

Provides working capital guarantees (pre-export 
financing); export credit insurance; and loan 

guarantees and direct loans (buyer financing)

No fixed max/min -- discretionary
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
